We're still pretty proud of the content though so...we still wanted to release it, so hopefully you can find yourself enjoying it even if you have to grit through it a little bit. Anyways, thanks so much.

Brianna: Hello everyone! And welcome to Salt Cravings. My name's Brianna.
Clair: And my name's Clair.
B: And this is a comedy podcast where we talk about our cravings, and then solve those cravings. And it always goes well.
C: Always.
B: In our time, it's November. And you know, November is kind of an in-betweener month.
C: Between...
B: Between Halloween and...Christmas.
C: Okay...
B: It's the in-between zone. I don't know, I feel like November has a distinct energy that is often an unfortunate energy and I think that might be because classes and finals and all that...something just feels a little off about November to me. Do you share any feelings on November?
C: That it's an in-between month?
B: That it has a...you know - I'm fond of saying November is the worst month, because I judge months, apparently. I have a month ranking system.
C: Personally, I dislike September more but...sure.
B: Okay, what's the best month and the worst month?
C: Uh...my least favourite month is September and favourite month...hm...might be January.
B: Oh, that's really interesting...I disagree entirely!
C: It's almost like we're allowed to have individual opinions.
B: Mmm...that doesn't sound right.
C: Okay.
B: [laughs] November is my least favourite month, it is the month where everything gets far too intense and a lot of things happen, and sometimes it's even sad, and like, why would you have a month that's sad? It just doens't make sense. But I think the best month is July. Partially-
C: Isn't that just your birthday?
B: It's partially because it is my birthday-
C: [laughs] okay.
B: I'm not gonna lie to you, that is a factor. But it also...you know, it also happens to be a summer month, which I'm a fan of...are you more of a winter person? You're not really, right?
C: No.
B: So why January?
C: January...I don't know, January has a lot of things happening...people usually want to try new things. I like the idea of trying new things.
B: You like the idea of the first month because it's the month where first, you know?
C: I like the idea of optimism...and like...renewed optimism.
B: I feel like that also makes it so that February is so much worse...
C: February is also shorter, so it's kind of bad.
B: Yeah, it's like...January you're like "alright, new stuff, new year, new me, everything's gonna go great!" And then February you're like "oh...right. Okay. Well..."
C: "Wow, I can't believe it's already February!" Says everyone in February.
B: Ugh, god...isn't that everyone every month though?
C: Yeah.
B: I can't believe it's already November.
C: I can't believe it's already 2024.
B: And I can't believe...it's not butter.
[Both laugh]
B: What's your - what are you craving on this November day?
C: My first craving for today...I've had a lot of sort of bleak thoughts recently and I thought-
B: Great.
C: Maybe...yeah, maybe I wanna move away from that so...one of the cravings that I sort of like to think about to sort of pick me up is...getting to be a comic book superhero and sorta...
B: Oh, this is so good!
C: Figuring that out. Yeah! So, I was wondering...if you were a comic book superhero, who would you be? And not one that already exists - you can be if you really want but like...come up with a name, come up with a costume, come up with a power...or no power, you can be edgy like Batman.
B: Okay, so...okay, so I already know what the best powers are. Right? Like, I already know-
C: [laughs] you seem very certain of what the best powers are just like you're very certain that November is the worst month.
B: It's true, um...
C: You're very certain that your opinions are correct.
B: [laughs] my superpower is actually just skipping the month of November. No, uh...
C: Your superpower is knowing that your opinion is more correct.
B: [laughs] exactly!
C: That just means you're a...taurus, right? Did I astrology correct, right there? I don't know anything about astrology-
B: You absolutely got that wrong, but go off-
C: Oh...
B: I'm a cancer.
C: I meant that that's like a Taurus thing, right?
B: Oh, I think that that is what a Taurus is supposed to be.
C: Right. I don't know-
B: I know enough Tauri to know how this works...
C: Tauruses, Tauri, Tauropods...what's the plural? Taurosu?
B: I feel like it is Tauruses but I hope it's Tauri, because Tauri is great.
C: So what's your superhero?
B: Yeah, okay, so my superhero...I'll start with the power, then go through...
C: That's important. You sorta gonna base your entire identity depending on your power, which is what a lot of superheroes do...
B: Okay, should I not be doing that?
C: No! It is-
B: Is that the implication here?
C: It's the normal progression of things, you are correct.
B: Okay, okay...well...
C: Let's start with power.
B: Okay, so my power is the ability to change the position of things...with my mind. Now-
C: You want telekinesis.
B: See, yes, but the thing is...telekinesis? That's very specific. I want the ability to not just move things, I'm talking teleporting things, too.
C: Isn't that still telekinesis?
B: It is, but it's better.
C: Okay.
B: Because then I can use my telekinesisportation to...um...
C: Never have to go anywhere you don't want to?
B: To never have to go anywhere I don't want to, and to just always be able to get places instantly. I just teleport from my current position here...I could just teleport home!
C: Wait, are you just wording you want teleportation so you can get bonus things?
B: ...you're god damn right I am.
[C laughs]
B: Because the other thing is...
C: I asked you "what do you want your power to be?" and you milked it for all you could get.
B: You're goddamn right-
C: I guess that's fair, but it's sort of like a genie being like "ah yes, wishes? More wishes please."
B: [laughs] but the thing is that it all fits together-
C: Okay.
B: It's about wanting to be able to determine the position of things with your mind. I'm not saying that I wanna be able to mind control people, that's not part of this, right?
C: Can you move their thoughts into other people's thoughts? That's mind control, right?
B: Thoughts aren't like a physical thing though.
C: I mean...
B: In the same way - I don't know neurology well enough-
C: Neither do I but also it probably has a physical manifestation in the world in some aspect.
B: It does but I probably don't know how to do that-
C: Yeah I guess you wouldn't suddenly know neurobiology just because you have the power to move things.
B: Exactly! Like I could just make it so that my power is to know everything.
C: You're trying to like change someone's thoughts and then suddenly there's just a pen in their brain and you've accidentally murdered them.
B: Yeah, exactly! This is the thing, I'm not gonna mess around with that-
C: That's fair.
B: But I am gonna mess around with the ability to be sitting on the couch and just be able to like teleport something into my hand. Or-
C: [laughs] has the superpower to move anything anywhere...hm, I forgot my beverage on the kitchen counter.
B: Yeah, exactly! See, these are all the practical things - the superhero stuff-
C: I guess that's akin to like Superman heating his cereal...[laugh] not his cereal, his soup...
[B laughs]
C: Like "hmmm, don't wanna microwave this, I'm gonna use my laser vision instead, for hot cereal."
B: Mmmm...haven't you ever had Superman-O's, which are, uh...warm cereal. And it's not like oatmeal or anything, it's just normal cereal, it's just in steamed milk.
C: You know what? If you wanna heat up your cereal, go ahead, I know there are people that do that and it disgusts me to no end-
B: Wait, people do that?!
C: Yes, it is a real thing.
B: Damn, that's worse than the fact that I don't have milk in my cereal.
C: Uh...I don't know if I agree with that.
B: Naw, I think heating it up is far worse, I think we can both agree on this and those are the sorts of the people who I'd be going after as the superhero Blink.
C: If I had your ability I'd put milk into your cereal right as you took a bite.
B: [laughs] A) that's terrible, B) I think you just missed that I dropped my superhero name.
C: Oh, I did, what was it?
B: Blink!
C: Blink...well, blink and you miss it.
B: Exactly! Blink and you miss it-
C: I've already demonstrated...
B: Yeah, this is my whole bit, I just "bloop-bloop-bloop-bloop-bloop!"
C: You want Bethesda glitches.
B: Hell yeah I do. I mean, I don't know if I wanna clip through the ground but also what if I could clip through the ground, wouldn't that be sick?
C: [laughs] just suddenly clip into the side of a building-
B: Isn't that what like in the comic books Vision does? Is he can just sort of clip into the ground?
C: There are a lot of superheroes who can just sort of move through objects. Martian Manhunter's another one.
B: So there are superheroes whose whole bit is Bethesda glitches.
C: Yeah.
B: And that's very cool.
C: Martian Manhunter is just a Bethesda glitch from Mars.
B: Yeah, exactly! But yeah, that's my ability and my name...
C: What do you look like? What is your outfit? Not when you're like - you can wear whatever, but also like, when you're out saving the day, cause you are a superhero-
B: It's true.
C: This is important-
B: I am a superhero and I will save the day, 100%. That's my-
C: Also kind of OP please nerf. You show up and sort of villain is gone...oh, where'd the villain go? I don't know-
B: She's in jail!
C: Day saved- oh, wow that's a- I was like "aw, you just teleported them to space and now they're dead."
B: No, that wasn't what I was - no, see, I'm - listen, the thing is, as a superhero, cause if we're creating this-
C: You're still gonna follow the moral-ness of the superhero.
B: Of course!
C: You're not gonna be a grimdark superhero like every new TV show ever?
B: Clair, Clair, my name is Blink...I can't be a grimdark superhero with that name-
[C laughs]
B: I'm also not like - I think like probably my outfit is like...
C: I can totally think of a grimdark slogan that's like "blink, and you'll miss......the murder."
B: [laughs] that's awful, that is the worst!
C: Yeah, it's really bad.
B: I think probably the look that I'll have going on...I'm about the brightness of it...
C: If you are a colour value, it's just brightness set to 100.
B: Yeah, basically. I'm thinking actual light coming off of the costume...
C: Oh, okay.
B: That's a neat aesthetic, right? Like, it doesn't serve a purpose.
C: You are literally emitting light.
B: Yeah, it just emits light.
C: So you go into a cave and you're just your own flashlight.
B: Exactly.
C: What if you stole the name Human Torch and now that's you.
B: Mmm...I think that might be a little different. Cause I don't set things on fire.
C: I mean, yeah, but now you are literally a human torch cause your clothes are shiny.
B: It's true, but consider, it works well with the whole Blink thing, because, uh...my ability is to get into all the dark corners and bring the light.
C: Wow, that was not clear to me at all...
B: I mean, that was just the thing-
C: Do you explain this every time you show up-
[Both laugh]
B: I mean I have to-
C: Everyone's like "why is your outfit so bright?" and you have to explain it every single time-
B: "Ohhhh, okay..."
C: In interviews and they're like "I...I guess so, okay."
B: "It's all about like bringing the light into the dark...you know, I came up with it when I was younger...anyway, I'm gonna kill you now. Except I'm not, because I don't kill."
C: Wow, is it the supervillains like asking- I thought, in my mind, it was like you're getting interviewed.
B: Oh no, you just said - it could also be that but you also said that I explain this every time that I like "show up"...
C: Yeah, you show up and there's bystanders of course.
B: Okay, then that's fine. Then I'd be like "oh yeah so it's kind of this...anyway, I'm gonna go like beat this supervillain now, are we good? Are we good?" Cause like, I still have anxiety, even though I'm a superhero...I probably have more anxiety now cause I'm like "damn, some crimes happen...someone's doing crime!"
C: You accidentally blink yourself away because you're too anxious.
B: Oh, probably. I mean, that's a- first of all-
C: You're at a fundraiser, you're like "oh wow, Blink is at a fundraiser, we're all gonna go- we're all billionaires giving our money - Blink has shown us the true way and we don't need money anymore so we're all giving that away..." and then you disappear because you're too anxious because there's too much pressure and they're like "oh we're taking all our money back and Blink is the reason."
B: [laughs] No, why would I - I feel like I would disappear because that was so exciting to me. Cause I'd be like "oh, finally...we're leading into the socialist ut-"
C: "Billionaires are no more..."
B: Yeah! "We're leading into the socialist utopia that my whole thing has been all about this whole time..." I will say that the disappearing because you're already anxious is-
C: Something you already do.
B: Something I already do, but also is a thing that has been done in superhero movies before...one of the podcasts that I have listened to fairly recently, and this is not spoilers, it's first episode-
C: Is it not Friends at the Table?
B: I mean...Friends at the Table's my main podcast but I listen to lots - no, this podcast's not my main podcast, but this is a good one, it's the Bright Sessions, it's about superheroes going to therapy...
C: Oh.
B: And the first episode is...like, people with superpowers, not superheroes - but the first episode features a woman who like disappears and goes into the past. Can't like affect it but like...is in there. And literally like disappears from physical existence, and goes into this other dimension where she can view the past, every time she gets a panic attack.
C: That's a great way to solve a panic attack...
B: Well, it's caused by the panic attack, is like the point...
C: Right, but then I mean like, history isn't exactly the most soothing...
B: Yeah, it's not great, you know? You know, you would blink and end up in World War I and that's not a great place to be.
C: Mm...
B: So that's sort of the thing that I'm thinking, I'm Blink...
C: And you look like an 80s sort of superhero with all the fun colours.
B: Yeah, I do have to be careful though, and maybe choose a different - like I was thinking about blue and then I was realizing that I'm getting very close to Tracer, from Overwatch...so...
[C laughs]
B: Maybe we'll go with pink.
C: If you were just an Overwatch character come into real life, I think that would definitely be you.
B: Oh, probably. I love a lot of Overwatch characters, but I've had to come to terms with the fact that I'm Tracer.
C: And that's your entire character's arc.
B: [laughs] yeah, that's Blink's whole thing. I mean, also not though, because Tracer's ultimate ability - or like one of her abilities is called Blink. It's a very clear reference...what's your superhero, Clair? Give me all this info, you made me go through this...
C: Yeah, I did...
B: Now you're going into it.
C: Um...so the thing is that I got to think about this before because it's my craving.
B: Yeah...
C: I didn't have a name yet and I thought maybe you could help me workshop it-
B: Great.
C: But I do know my power...and it's essentially...robot queen.
B: Great!
C: I can talk to computers and communicate-
B: GREAT!
C: And like, I can be in charge of the AI like army, but also I'm like a superhero so all the AIs are like good, obviously.
B: That's so good! So like what's the boundaries of this? What sorts of computers can you talk to? Can you talk to an Atari? 
C: Like, essentially I can talk to all machines, and I like - not only can I talk to, I'm sort of like...machine authority.
B: So you can...are you-
C: I can talk to the toaster.
B: You can talk to the toaster and it will understand your words as like...commands.
C: Yeah...I guess that's how you put it.
B: I'm just trying to figure out how this works-
C: I feel like highly suggestive as opposed to like commands.
B: So is it...it's all technology?
C: It's all machines.
B: All machines.
C: I can tell this toaster that it's doing a not great job at toasting...you're gonna have better toast after that-
B: Well, so like, and what will it understand from that? Because part of the thing that it sounds like is that you're giving a lot of these things sentience. Toasters aren't sentient that can understand-
C: [spooky voice] What if they always had sentience from the beginning?
B: Ohhh...
C: Ooooooo...
B: Is that part of your-
C: Probably not, I think - maybe it's just like I create artificial intelligence and then, you know, I'm the AI queen.
B: You're the AI queen.
C: Yeah...
B: I really like this, I think this is a great concept...I'm trying to think of a name for you.
C: I mean I was just gonna go with the Machine Queen...
B: Mmmmmm...Machine Queen's pretty good. Ahhhhh I'm kind of into that.
C: Yeah, me too, saying it out loud is really...you've got that little rhyme.
B: Yeah, you've got that little rhyme...I'm really into Machine Queen.
C: And then if there's a villian, like...they call me Machiney cause they know it gets under my skin and it's like "my name...is Machine Queen. Get it right."
B: Oh my god-
C: And then my swarm of robots just like...fight them.
B: Do they call you Queeny, also?
C: I mean it really bounces back and forth, yeah...and definitely, the outfit...
B: Yeah, gimme the outfit. It's gotta be techy.
C: [laugh] yeah, you got it, yeah, no, it's gonna be techy. I'm sort of thinking because it's Machine Queen, I go all out, I have this like cute little crown, like...comically small.
B: Yes.
C: But it's also like...a receiver.
B: Yeah...
C: It's also like an antenna - and so this is like how I communicate with many machines all at once, and it is my fatal flaw! If you knock it off my head, I am limited to, you know, as far as I can talk or communicate...
B: Right, it broadcasts, right...
C: Right, it enhances my abilities...I always like superheroes having a fatal flaw.
B: That's very cool. And it's also like - not necessarily like a fatal flaw, you can still do things...
C: Right.
B: But you could only like-
C: It's what makes me "a superhero" versus just "a hero".
B: Exactly! Do you have like...tech on the rest of your body?
C: I was trying to think of a-
B: Do you have like a supersuit-type thing?
C: I don't think it's a supersuit...I was sort of toying with the idea...there is a character...she's just like a supergenius, she's from the comic Strong Female Protagonist.
B: That sounds neat.
C: Yeah! It's basically a world where like...suddenly all these kids get like superpowers and they're learning how to cope.
B: Love that!
C: Yeah. So there's just this like - basically protagonist who's super smart and like never revealed their face, and then does in the comic...it's a big thing - I love this character-
B: That's cool.
C: Sort of an inspiration, also an inspiration is...I like computers.
B: Yeah, absolutely!
C: Anyways, the point - I didn't actually explain the outfit.
B: Yeah, gimme the outfit.
C: So her outfit was...a whole mechsuit. She just was in a mechsuit, but I like the crown idea, so I'm sort of just thinking...you know shoulderpads from like...the 80s fashion?
B: Ohhh, yeah!!
C: But imagine...machine shoulder pads, and also they can extend down the arms, but don't always. It's sort of like...it's whatever I'm wearing at the day, plus maybe shoulderpads and a utility belt.
B: Yeah, I'm imagining very like big shoulderpads.
C: Yeah!
B: That's so cool.
C: The biggest shoulderpads.
B: Also the crown I'm imagining as like a Princess Peach style like really small crown...
C: Yeah, that's exactly - you got it.
B: I love this.
C: Oh, also like megaboots or something.
B: Oh, yeah.
C: Gotta be able to go fast and jump real fast, gotta be able to keep up with all the supers...
B: And of course all the armour has a way to extend out into a full armour, like...thing.
C: Oh, yeah, one of the utility belts is like...you can't see it but there is actually armour there, even if you can't see it.
B: Exactly.
C: It sort of just extends there in like nanoseconds...faster than you can move.
B: Exactly, perfect.
C: Faster than the Flash, just saying...it's nanoseconds.
B: [laughs] "the Flash can't beat me...I'm too fast..."
C: Yeah. This is my imagination, I'm better than the Flash.
B: So what I'm curious about, with our heroes...is what's the backstory? How did you become the techtalker...the Machine Queen?
C: [laughs] the techtalker...I think I was both literally and figuratively struck by an idea in the form of a lightning bolt...
B: Oh, perfect...oh, perfect, was something else struck at the same time that gave you the ability to talk to computers specifically?
C: I think it wasn't what else was struck, it's that I was just working...with computers - maybe I was already working on like a robot that sort of-
B: What if-
C: And the robot started to understand people and I started to understand humans, and this robot is like some counter evil part, it's like..."I sort of understand people but I don't really but I'm gonna pretend I do..."
B: Oh, and it's an evil thing...
C: Yeah.
B: You and your main villain got formed at the same time.
C: Yeah...I like the idea that robots can be both good and evil.
B: Yeah, absolutely!
C: So how'd you get formed? Was it childhood trauma or weird accident?
B: So, you know what's fun, is...the concept that Blink was born this way...
C: Oh, baby, I'm just born this way.
B: [laugh] which is hilarious because she had noooo grasp on her powers when she was young.
C: Right...that seems catastrophic.
B: See, that is catastrophic, but the tone of mine is very much not dark, and so it's more just funny of like "honey...where'd the- where'd the baby go? Oh, she's- ugh...you can't teleport up there to grab the cookies from the cookie jar!"
C: Oh, I was really just expecting like, you are now like in...I don't know...Japan...
B: Oh, yeah, no, I think it's more like - it was more on impulse, right? On like "oh, I want to do this!"
C: You were watching something on TV of like...it's a live news channel and you're there.
B: Yeah, exactly!
C: You're just in the newscaster's hands.
B: [laughs] I think that definitely happened when...probably when she got a bit older, cause they probably were pretty careful of like...okay. Let's like...be careful of what media she's consuming...but I think like, when she got a bit older, there probably was things of like "oh, great, she's just ended up somewhere...like, this is not good." And I think that probably led to some unfortunate situations that probably made her...pretty sad for a bit. And then later on, she had some event that made her realize "wait...I shouldn't be sad...I'm the best!" [laughs] "I can teleport anywhere!"
C: She suddenly got a superiority complex...
B: Yeah! Well that's the only two things a superhero can have, depression or superiority complex!
[C laughs]
B: Or both!
C: Or both...and on that note...do you wanna give me a craving?
B: [laughs] sure! My craving's a little bit...less out of this world, but maybe the solution to it will be out of this world.
C: Solution...is Mars.
B: Mmmm...
C: I don't know what the craving is, but that's the solution, I've decided!
B: Well, let me tell you what the craving is, and then you can decide if Mars is an adequate solution...
C: Sure.
B: So...hair is complicated.
C: True.
B: Hair is super complicated and I...don't really know how to do stuff with my hair...I recently did like a pin-up hairstyle for a costume, and it was super cool! Unfortunately, it was also super hard! And doing stuff with my hair in general is super hard, and so my craving is to be able to do cool things, with my hair, with like less time available...because I don't have a lot of time, in general, and so I just kind of go with it down and kind of let it do its own thing and hope for the best, and I'd like to be able to do some more cool stuff with that. So...what are some easy ways to be able to do cool stuff with your hair?
C: Well, I think Mars.
B: Yeah, well...
[C laughs]
B: Do you wanna elaborate on that a little bit?
C: Yeah, so you go to Mars and suddenly there's nobody else so it doesn't matter what you do with your hair. [laughs]
B: [laughs] do you also die?
C: ...not if you have a suit!
B: ...okay!
C: And then nobody can see your hair, cause it's in a suit.
B: Yeah! Hey, this solution could work-
C: Or a space comb! That's also out of this world.
[B laughs]
C: I don't think I can solve your problem without going - not on this Earth.
B: Okay, well let's think of some maybe, you know - what are some...are there high tech solutions?
C: High-tech? Sure!
B: Yeah!
C: Auto-stylist, or...and consider this...a hairstylist.
B: Hm...
C: It's not as high-tech, but...
B: Yeah, except that it does - the issue with a hairstylist is the hairstylist costs money...
C: Right...I mean, you could also Google hairstylists, and look up YouTube videos of hairstylists...
B: Yeah, but that sounds like it would take effort...
C: Okay, so you want-
B: I'm really going for the lowest effort-
[C laughs]
B: So this is the thing, it's like-
C: You want to solve-
B: It's a craving...
C: You want good hair with no time or effort...
B: Yeah! Right? This is the thing, it's a craving, but it's not a craving that I have the energy to solve or the time to solve.
C: Okay...
B: I can't learn how to do hair...if I could, this wouldn't be a craving, I'd be doing that.
C: If you could...if there was any possible way you could learn...
B: Listen! Listen, I have to read too much Middle English to go and have time to learn how to do nice things for myself.
C: Uh...watch Middle English YouTube hairstylist videos.
B: Okay, I'm writing that one down...that's a good one.
C: Yeah, I think that's gonna solve all your problems, you just have to find all of the Middle English hairstylist YouTube videos on the Internet.
B: [Middle English pronounciation] ...hayr...steelest...
C: I...would that even be a word?
B: I mean, probably not, but...actually, hair I think...hair may have been "har"-
C: I'm sure hair existed-
B: I think hair would've been "har" in Middle English, like...har.
C: Time to do the har!
B: Yeah, time to do your har! That's absolutely how Middle English sounds.
C: Great...that's a lot of similarities with English, then...
B: Yeah! Agreed! So that's one possible solution. I like the idea you mentioned, the autostylist... 
C: Right, okay, so...I did have a couple ideas after saying that.
B: Yeah!
C: One, I'm gonna - I had three, so...
B: Gimme the three.
C: The first one, and maybe this is a little too easy, we may need to think about this a little harder...
B: Mmm...
C: We could just re-introduce the Handy Helper but 2.0...and now it has more functionality, and one of those functions is doing your hair, and so it just sort of crawls on your head and does your hair for you.
B: Well, sort of - the thing is that that's not the Handy Helper...that's the Hairy Helper... [laughs]
C: Oh...[laugh] okay.
B: It's sort of a personal grooming and beauty bot, yeah.
C: Is it still a hand, or is it just - it's hair? It's hair as a robot?
B: Well no, it can be hands, but we're remarketing it, right? People - if people don't see any-
C: [laughing] it's the exact same product, it's just with a new name.
B: [laughs] it's got some new functionality, but...
C: Right...
B: But we're remarketing it, we're calling it like the new...
C: Right. So here's another idea.
B: Yeah, give me another idea.
C: So, you know those like...I don't actually know if it's anything other than like...an intense dryer, but you know the half-orbs that you put on your hair in a hair salon-
B: Yeah! My understanding is that that is an intense dryer.
C: Yeah...I don't know if it has any other purpose.
B: I think that that is the main purpose.
C: What if it just auto-styled your hair?
B: I'm loving that!
C: You just have this hat that comes out of your head and then you take it off and now you have a style!
B: Yeah! I'm not sure, but I feel like that might have been a thing in the Jetsons?
C: There you go.
B: But, whether it was or it wasn't - I mean, if it is, that just proves that that works.
C: Exactly.
B: And if it isn't, then that's a totally new idea.
C: And the Jetsons is definitive proof of the future...
B: I mean, look at where we are, right? Everything is exactly like it was in the Jetsons!
C: [laughs] yes.
B: You wanna get in your hovercar and, uh...
C: Have a metal dog.
B: Yeah, exactly. And your robot housekeeper, who you control as the Machine Queen.
C: Oh man, I totally forgot about the robot.
B: Yeah, I...you know, I just wonder about the...
C: The ethics of robots in the Jetsons? Yeah, me too.
B: Yeah, so do I! I was kind of thinking about that. We can also consider what's the ethics of having an autostylist, right? Is this-
C: What's the ethics of having a toaster?
B: Ooooo...what is the ethics of having a toaster? You're the Machine Queen, you should know.
C: Uh...the toaster's doing an okay job, I guess it can stay.
B: Okay, that's fair...
C: Yeah, that's about the depth of toaster ethics, philosophy hasn't gone that far, yet.
B: [laughs] the depths of toaster ethics...I think I once heard that there's like part of Reddit that's called Toaster Rights and it's all about this idea of treating toasters like they have inalienable rights...
C: Great, so another machine that can help you with your hair...
B: [laughs] right.
C: I was thinking like...they're nanobots, and they always live in your hair.
B: Huh...
C: But also, they just always live in your body...I really like the idea that we have like immunobots, and like...they always live in your body, and you can update them, and they're essentially white blood cells but they're better. Also could be in your hair!
B: I really like this...I'm wondering about the size that they would need to - so do they just like link together, is that the thing?
C: Nanobots?
B: Yeah, cause they're like the size of cells, right? Like...
C: Often, that is a size they can be, I mean they could be smaller...
B: So the ones that live in your hair, they have to really link up in order to be able to do stuff...
C: Right.
B: To like lift the hair...
C: I don't know nanotechnology...
B: No, I understand, it's just - I feel like, what you'd need to do is have them be slightly bigger, um...
C: Oh, so you want like...hairspray.
B: I mean, also-
C: Type of like- 
B: Yeah, you could do that!
C: You want them to link up so it's like hairspray.
B: I just feel like they would have to, right? Cause otherwise it's like-
C: Or they just braid your hair.
B: ...okay, that also works. I'm mostly wondering about the size, but if you don't think that's gonna be-
C: Nano...nano...
B: An issue-
C: Ten to the minus nine...
B: If like-
C: Ten to the minus nine...
B: Cool so you think that-
C: Nano.
B: Nanobots can lift like strands of hair.
C: If there's like a trillion of them.
B: Okay, so they are just - they're just - okay...
C: They are many...nanobot.
B: Trillions of nanobots - what do these nanobots look like, cause if they're gonna be in me, I want.....no. No. I was gonna say a whole sentence there and then I decided not to.
C: K, well what would they look like is-
B: But what would they look like?
C: Well, you wouldn't see them.
B: Okay.
C: Cause they're nano.
B: On a microscopic level, what would they look like?
C: They'd probably look like a bunch of, uh...protons. And...electrons. Because...once you start getting small enough, [sing-song] it sort of gets hard to have meaningful structures...I guess not that small.
B: I feel like if you're going that small then maybe it's for a different purpose?
C: Yeah...
B: Maybe it's for just the cell purpose. Cause, you know...you could have more than one type of nanobot. Right? You can have nanobot varieties-
C: Yeah, I mean, immunobots and hairbots.
B: Yeah, you can have inside nanobots and outside nanobots. The two types of nanobots. Inside the human body, and outside of it.
C: Yeah, the only two.
B: Yeah, exactly! Maybe you jsut have some nanbots that look like, uh...bugs, for some reason!
C: Oh, okay, those aren't nanobots, but they're definitely fun...
B: Yeah! I mean, they can go in the dirt shower...
C: Right.
B: But that's a different purpose, I suppose...
C: [laugh] that is a different purpose...what are some of your ideas for haircare?
B: See, this is a great question - I was thinking about the idea of the - whatever thing they have, the dryer things...
C: Yeah, I don't know what they're called...
Both: Half an orbs!
B: The half orbs.
C: The half orbs!
B: I didn't think about Handy Helpers...sorry, the Hairy Helpers. But I'm feeling that. I think also...okay, here's another one...right? Because the other thing is that like...having to do it every day is exhausting, right - and I mean, you don't have to do it every day, but having to redo it over and over again...so I'm thinking...you know how there's shower caps? That were once for that purpose, like - in the 50s, people used to keep the same hairstyle like for multiple days, because they were gross...this is a true fact about the 50s...
C: I don't know how they didn't sleep it away...
B: That's my question! And my thinking is...you have a shower cap type thing but it's solid...like nothing ever...like it's just a solid kind of orb...
C: So wait, you never have hair, you just have the orb - everyone has their standard-issue orb...
B: [laughs] I was thinking-
C: Hairstyling is no longer an issue because everyone is just orb.
B: I was thinking...that was an evening and morning thing, but I like the orb idea better. This actually may already exist. In my city...
C: Everyone is just orb?
B: Not everyone, but I think some people are just orb. In my home city...there is a man.
C: Singular.
B: There is one man. There's a man who...is kind of known. Everyone's kind of seen him. He has many names, of the Bike Man, the Astronaut, the Beekeeper...to give you a description, he's a guy who is riding a bike, who has a fully like white painter's get-up, like jumpsuit-type thing...just all across his body. And...has a complete like spherical, orbular white helmet, and you can see him at any time of day...genuinely, like 10am you'll see him, 2pm you can see him, any time of day - 8pm? Sure. Like, you know...
C: It doesn't matter where you are...you will see him.
B: Yeah!
C: He will be burned into your eyes, and you will see him.
B: Genuinely! You ask anyone who's from my city if they've seen this dude...they've seen him. You go "oh, have you seen this person?" They're like "mmm..." Then you describe him and they're like "oh, yeah! We call him this." Right? And so that's the thing about that, and so I'm wondering...if he's trying to make that catch on.
C: He's the first orb.
B: He's the first orb and we will-
C: He will lead the orb revolution.
B: [laughs] We Will All Follow In His Orbular Footsteps. Would you like to give me a craving?
C: So, my next craving...and I'm really proud of this, does sort of fit in with my first craving...who would you be as a supervillain?
B: [laughs] oh no!!
C: And now, I do have the same three questions.
B: Uh-huh.
C: However, I do have an additional question, so the three questions are: what is your name, what is your power, what is your outfit? But also...how do you win a fight against your superhero self?
B: Oh no...
C: How do you take down the self that was a superhero?
B: Okay...you're gonna need to give me a minute...how about you go first this time?
C: Sure, I did think about this.
B: Yeah, if you've thought about this...
C: Yes, I did. This is really unoriginal on my part, but...
B: No, I...
C: Essentially, my supervillain...basically is a math teacher.
B: [laughs] oh my god...
C: But...but also like, you get real confused. That's just like the superpower...
[B laughs]
C: But she does this by just explaining math to you. And it's more than like you're just confused because it's math, it's like you're confused at an intrinsic level, you're just confused down to the cellular point, you don't understand what's happening.B
B: Clair...
C: That's the superpower.
B: I have just one question before you continue...
C: Yeah?
B: How's number theory going?
C: It's fine, actually.
[Both laugh]
B: Okay, I just wanted to make sure, it feels like you maybe have some pent-up feelings...
C: Yeah, that's fine.
B: But go on.
C: Right...so the name...I had a couple that I was sort of thinking...not too happy-
B: The Mathlete.
C: Um...no. I was thinking of Algebreak-it...
[B laughs]
C: Or Numericevil.
B: God...Algebreak-it is just too funny...
C: Algebreak-it?
B: Algebreak-it is so funny.
C: Alright, her name is Algebreak-it, and she does just look like - you know the sort of stereotypical evil teacher in movies, pinned-up hair, glasses, and like button-up shirt and blazer in the styles of dark green and like red?
B: Yeah, I had that teacher.
C: With like...with a pencil skirt.
B: Yes, absolutely.
C: And heels.
B: Great!
C: That's the villain.
B: So that's her supervillain garb, that's how she is out in the world.
C: Right, right.
B: She's just fighting heroes...
C: Uh-huh.
B: In heels.
C: Yes.
B: I really...I gotta say, I appreciate that.
C: Yeah.
B: Does she look like totally like generic and normal or does she have some sort of big brain thing going on like Megamind-type deal.
C: Oh, I don't like the Megamind thing.
B: Fair.
C: Megamind's fine, but I don't like him.
B: [laughs] you know, can't argue that one-
C: Actually...she murdered Megamind.
B: Oh, Jesus.
C: He was too confused because he has such a big mind, he got way too confused.
B: And just self-destructed.
C: I think so, yeah.
B: Yeah, that makes sense.
C: Yeah, and so the way that...
B: Yeah.
C: How does...
B: Algebreak-it.
C: How does Algebreak-it subdue the Machine Queen, and I think this is really interesting. Because the Machine Queen is sort of linked up with all the AI, Algebreak-it can confuse her going through any of the AI, so that's like her ultimate weakness, it's like "oh, you've sent your army after me? Suddenly you're confused and you don't even have to be near me."
B: Oooooo...
C: "I can just start explaining math to your robots and you're hearing it because you're all linked up..."
B: OOOOO....
C: "And now you've lost connection to your robots and like...now I've stolen them from you and hahaha..."
B: Awwww yeah.
C: It's the ultimate vice.
B: That's so good.
C: Yeah.
B: That's so good...you also had...Machine Queen also had the robot who was formed at the same time as she was...
C: Right.
B: So is this robot associated with...
C: I feel like there's a crossover, sort of...a team up at one point.
B: Okay, right.
C: But they don't always work together, they don't have the best chemistry, like the - I mean the robot's entire thing is it has to be the generic "humans are awful cause I can understand them and I don't like them".
B: Yeah, exactly, it's the-
C: And Algebreak-it is, I mean, a human. It's me.
B: Exactly, it's that they don't get along well. It's that class supervillain team-up thing of "great, we've defeated the hero! And now we're going to fight each other!"
C: Yes. And who is your supervillain?
B: So I'm still thinking of a name...
C: We can workshop that.
B: But I have everything else.
C: Great.
B: She has...a similar power to Blink. Except...you know how Blink can't control because she doesn't know neurobiology?
C: [laugh] uh-huh. This one does know neurobiology.
B: This one knows neurobiology! And has developed her power to specifically be able to control minds. I think she is-
C: So she's a mind-controller.
B: She's a mind-controller.
C: Okay.
B: I think she probably had natural mind-reading or something.
C: Mmmm...
B: Or some sort of like telekinetically related thing, and it has to be related to the same core as Blink's power, because this person...is Blink's mother.
C: Oh, I thought you were gonna go sister, but sure.
B: No, it's the mother!
C: Wow, that is some shitty mother-daughter relationships, Freud would have a field day.
B: Exactly! Blink's power when she was a child was, for Blink, like "oh yeah I just had some awful experiences" but her mother-
C: Also can we just talk about how this means you're your own mother...
B: [laughs] um...I don't wanna talk about that one.
C: [laugh] okay, let's continue.
B: I forgot that this was supposed to be me, I just started writing a novel.
[Both laugh]
B: No, a comic book. I started writing a comic book. I'm cool, I write comic books. And this person, her mother was just like seething about this, and came to believe that all superheroes...are a danger. Um...
C: Oh, that's a really bleak outlook.
B: Exactly! It's the - well it's the Incredibles-type thing of superheroes should be banned.
C: Okay...
B: But it's more screwed up because it's her being like "my daughter is an issue-"
C: "I've seen her first hand, I grew up with her...I know how powerful she is, she must be stopped."
B: Exactly! "I know how powerful she is and also like, I know what sort of damage having this sort of child can do to parents."
C: "I mean, she broke my TV when she was only three..."
B: These are, genuinely! These are her concerns.
C: Oh, okay.
B: And probably is like...there was some big tragic affair...that...
C: "And also she demolished an entire city, I suppose there's that too."
B: Yeah!
C: "But I'm really upset about the TV."
B: Yeah, like there's...exactly!
C: This is why she's the villain.
B: Exactly, she's the villain because she's just...awful! And because she's trying to fight her own daughter, and like...the thing is, she has the whole full-on like secret identity thing going on.
C: Okay...
B: So Blink does not know who she is.
C: Mmmm...
B: And of course, during the big...
C: Blink doesn't remove her mask with Blink's powers?
B: She could, but that's not her first priority.
C: Ah, I got it.
B: She's like "I'm going to stop you!" Cause she knows if she just teleports her into jail, then she can just...do it.
C: Mhm.
B: But the thing is, Blink's not under her own power! Because this person, who I still need to figure out a name for - actually let's do that...let's do that first. What's this person's name?
C: Hm...is it too...obvious if we just go like "Big Mama"?
B: [laughs] um...I think it is too obvious-
C: Mind Mommy?
B: No! 
[C laughs]
B: I really don't like that one! I think I'm just gonna straight up say no to that one.
C: Mind Mommy it is.
B: No! I think like it can't be anything to do with her being a mom because like - that's part of, it's the secret identity...
C: How about Cognition?
B: Oooooo...what about - oh, okay...I like that...consider...Neuroplasticity.
C: Wow, okay. And no one says the whole thing ever, it's like "okay, come on Neuroplas....."
B: Yeah, she just goes "alright, Neuro!" Like it's Neuro is what people call her but her full name is Neuroplasticity.
C: I see...got it.
B: And I think her costume is very much...kind of an inverse of Blink's. You know how there's-
C: It absorbs light?
B: Sort of! You know how there was - oh, god, I saw some big talk about like, once upon a time there was some art drama, where someone like got "the blackest black" like art colour, and was like refusing to give it to anyone else or whatever...and so I think it's like that. And so it's just a really dark black that just looks like a void type-thing.
C: Okay!
B: And kind of in a very inverse style outfit to Blink's. Because like...she's meant to be kind of the inverse of her. Neuro defeats Blink by mind-controlling her and having her...like...
C: Teleport herself away?
B: Yeah, having her teleport herself away...the other thing about Neuroplasticity is that she has worked on...this room that like deactivates powers, and has basically made it as a prison.
C: I can't see how that's gonna go wrong for her in any way.
B: Uh- [laughs] exactly, right? She makes this room where powers don't work, and then basically like...makes Blink put herself in there...and like Blink's no longer mind-controlled cause she's in a room where powers don't work, but she's already in the room and they've already locked the door...
C: Wow. So very final-ness.
B: Exactly!
C: Alright.
B: There's absolutely no way for her to get out of it.
C: So you have a superhero show...about mommy issues and there's restriction...this isn't a projection, is it?
B: ...........uhhhhhhh
[Both laugh]
C: How about we don't analyze that and you give me a craving?
B: [laughs] so...because we're really going into the weird zone...
C: Is that what you're now referring to November as?
B: I wasn't thinking of November, I was thinking of the episode that has been about superheroes and supervillains.
C: Ohhhhh, I see, okay.
B: There's a specific craving that I get in that it is a thing that I love to see in movies, TV-
C: Moving pictures...
B: Podcasts, books, anything...I'm really into like...alternative religions, in terms of fantasy and sci-fi religions. You know, DnD has their own system of faith with their own Gods, and so does sort of, I guess most fantasy has this kind of set up...and I'm really into things that do that. I-
C: [laugh] really into theological theory of like shifting religions over time?
B: Yeah! I'm really into that.
C: Okay! Fair.
B: Like in sci-fi, I'm really into a future where like...you know, there is a religion that has a connection to some of the religions that we know today, but is very much different, right? Because just in the same way that like..the Christianity of like after Jesus's death is like different from the Christianity of two thousand years later...
C: Mhm.
B: I feel like there...there's a lot of potential to do cool future religions. Friends at the Table does this great because they have weird future religions with robots, but there's lots of things that do this great. So I'm thinking...what's a futuristic-y cool religion?
C: Well, if I get to decide, it's just...future Judaism. 
B: Yeah. Yeah!
[C laughs]
B: Yeah-yeah-yeah, what's the distinction - what's the differences in future Judaism and today's Judaism?
C: Um...it is no longer persecuted...
B: That's a - that's a great one!
C: Yeah! In fact it's the top dog, it now has taught everyone to not murder each other.
B: [laugh] Oh, wow!
C: Yeah.
B: This sounds pretty great!
C: I'm really into it.
B: Yeah, that's a pretty good one. What about a fantasy one that isn't in our world?
C: Who are we worshipping?
B: Hm...yeah, who are we worshipping in a fantasy world, what's the religion, how's it work?
C: What if everyone worshipped themself!
B: Ooooo...self-worship. Hey, I do see an issue with that one...
[C laughs]
B: I do see an issue with that one, and that issue is extreme egotism... [laughs]
C: [laughs] okay well fine, religions have flaws. Oh no, bite me!
B: No, no, no, this is the thing is like...I don't want a religion that's perfect. I don't want a fantasy/sci-fi religion that's perfect like future Judaism, I want a fantasy religion that's flawed, so maybe it is self-worship.
C: Yeah.
B: How does self-worship work? Is it just like a lot of self-care? Is that like the goal of self-worship?
C: I don't think it's self-care, I think it's sort of moved past self-care and sort of just like...avoiding situations that do harm the self in a way that like...
B: Mmmmm...
C: Core tenet, like...prioritize yourself and still cause like the least harm.
B: It's like - yeah.
C: Because the more you take care of yourself, the more you can take care of others. It's all the fun little images of the Internet but turned into a religion of like self-care but taken to a religion.
B: I really like that. I think it's also - it's interesting because it's very much the inverse of the very Christian ethos of like sacrifice.
C: Mhm.
B: Of like - "oh, you sacrifice-"
C: Martyrdom.
B: "And you must go through pain and martyrdom and all these things..."
C: Yeah.
B: It's the opposite! It's very much invested in like "take care of yourself and take care of others because like...the self is the most valuable thing."
C: Yeah, and you can't take care of others if you're not taking care of yourself - that's like, an often thought-of phrase, right?
B: Yeah, but it's not one that people usually act on. Right?
C: No, it is very much said but never...
B: I-
C: Never practiced.
B: Is something that I will recognize as like...you are definitely the best like at taking care of others when you're taking care of yourself, and then I don't take care of myself, so...maybe this religion is what I need...
C: [laughs] welcome to the religion of self-care...I don't know what it's called yet. What's it called?
B: What it is called? Um...I mean...
C: Maybe every person has a word that they decide for their version of it because it is centered around the self.
B: Yeah, but like, how do you...
C: Communicate about it?
B: Yeah, how do you communicate about it? What sort of community is formed around this? I'm really genuinely curious...
C: I guess the community would look self-sufficient but still like...do what you can and if you can't do it, like...that's fine.
B: This is such a socialist idea, I love it! 
C: [laughs] yeah...
B: No, this is great! This is really good. Yeah, I think that that is the thing, right? The thing is that there probably aren't like priests of this, because everyone's their own priests.
C: And maybe, sometimes to take care of yourself you have to depend on others.
B: It's true, and maybe there's like - maybe the equivalent of like priests are what priests maybe kind of should have been, which is therapists.
[C laughs]
B: But this one is really more directly about like...
C: This is just my own personal beliefs of like taking care of myself is something that I've definitely learned to do a lot recently, and one of my things, and this is gonna be a core tenet of this religion, is...once a day, you have to really just genuinely sit down and think...what do I wanna do right now? And you're not allowed to do anything until you answer that.
B: Mmmm...I really like that. This is such a wholesome religion.....and now I'm gonna talk about how it can go bad.
C: [laughs] oh, great. Corrupt my great religion.
B: I wanna make clear that I love this, really deeply, and I think that it is so good...
C: Yeah...just like any concept, religion is not infallible.
B: Yeah, but there is also the opportunity for misreading it and misunderstanding it and thinking...I am the most important.
C: I mean...extremists, I guess?
B: Yeah, like extremist components of this religion could absolutely have a thing of like-
C: It's like you're depending on people, but not only are you depending on people, your expectations of people...
B: It's a very - or even just like a really extreme libertarianism.
C: Oh...
B: Of like - yeah, right? It's awful. It's like...the individual is the only thing that matters.
C: Mmmm...
B: Um and therefore, we shouldn't rely on other people.
C: Right.
B: It should be this very dog-eat-dog world of like...only-
C: I was gonna say that doesn't really sound like the core tenets are being followed, but that's sort of the idea-
B: That's kind of the point, right?
C: Yeah, that is sort of the idea.
B: The thing about a lot of religion is that the core tenets are usually...
C: Not being followed.
B: Yeah! Are usually pretty positive and then people go and do...
C: Anything else.
B: Anything else and then like justify it with their religion. And so I can absolutely see a way where people are like "oh..." cause also like, is there like a holy book for this?
C: Why would there be a holy book?
B: Exactly! You can't even be like "oh...the holy book says you should care about other people, because they are valuable too, right?" They can just be like "oh, if we're only supposed to worship the self, then all I have to do is care about myself and I'm allowed to treat other people as awful as I want...because that's what I deserve."
C: And I definitely think that there was a core - you said only worship the self...
B: Yeah.
C: And I definitely think that's wrong and I think it's just "worship the self, not only worship the self."
B: Exactly. And that's the distinction there.
C: Yeah.
B: And I think the thing that is nice about and cool about this fantasy religion is that it gives you an opportunity to engage with that. How do you care for yourself and also care for other people? What is your...limit, what is your obligation to yourself and to others?
C: I mean that is a big question that everyone has to ask themself already.
B: Exactly!
C: So might as well look at that in this religion in a thousand years. It's future religion!
B: I thought it was fantasy religion...or it could be future religion.
C: Eh, it's future-fantasy now.
B: It's future-fantasy! It's a fantasy world, but it's in the future, and you've had like thousands of years to develop this religion into a futuristic world.
C: Mhm.
B: This just feels pretty great. Except for the people who are extremists, who are coming to attack your - I don't even know. Who are just coming to be like "we're the most important, everyone is the most important to themselves and therefore we're more important than you."
C: I think the cool part is that the extremists could never actually like dominate because they're so focused on themselves that they won't accept help from other extremists.
B: Oh, yeah, right?
C: So ultimate the community that does take care of themselves and each other will ultimately win! That is the core moral of this.
B: Take care of yourselves in community, right?
C: Mhm!
B: Like yeah, that's the main thing here! It's the same thing as how your supervillains are gonna work together but then are gonna fight in the end, right? Like...the extremists could work together but they're always gonna come down to this point of each of them not being willing to make any concessions because they believe they are 100% the most powerful, and therefore will never win. And that's...a happy story.
C: And that's numberwang.
B: What?
C: [laughs] What's your side of this? How do you see future-base religion?
B: I always think that like...you know how people have always worshipped- made suns into Gods.
C: Right.
B: What's that look like in a future space society?
C: We have infinite Gods, it is infinite!
B: Exactly!
C: Our belief and trust is infinite.
B: And - exactly, your belief and your trust is infinite. This is a little less utopian than your excellent future religion. But this is about-
C: I mean, we just proved that it wasn't utopian but go on.
B: [laughs] true. It's a little bit less of a positive one I guess? I mean it depends, right? Like what is a sun...
C: All religion can be positive.
B: That's a good point.
C: It's just a core belief system.
B: That's a good point - and it would probably depend on what values you give to your sun, cause I think - your sun. S-U-N. Not S-O-N. But you could also give those values to your son-
C: [laughs] worship your son.
[B laughs]
C: One religion your worship yourself, and one religion you worship your only child...
B: I like this because it's the inverse of ancestor worship...
[Both laugh]
C: Wow.
B: You worship your...star, right? And you ascribe values to your star, and maybe, I don't know - since this can - this can also be future fantasy so maybe your star's actually alive!
C: Oh...
B: Are suns alive? Suns could be alive. They're not alive, but they could be. They could be in this world. So maybe it's just literal sun gods.
C: Okay...
B: And every kind of system has their own sun with its own values, that they follow and that they worship. And I feel like the closer you are to your sun, the more holy you're viewed. So like, in our solar system-
C: Oh...
B: Maybe not more holy but like...the closer you are to the sun...
C: So does that mean your religion has sort of like...I suppose a ritual that is called "Becoming Icarus"
B: [laughs] I think it would be called "Icarizing" but...but I'm into it.
C: [chuckles] Icarizing...
B: Yeah, exactly! There's like - in some of the less great places, they probably do...have those sorts of sacrificial things.
C: Oh...okay.
B: But also maybe it's not that. Hey...what if...there's a ritual where someone passes into the sun...completely fine. The whole thing is they just have an indestructible like spaceship...that goes through the sun and gives them a very holy experience - but also maybe that's not what that sun God wants, right? You'd have to ask the God.
C: Okay...I don't know how you would talk to a sun God...maybe every Sun God has an embodiment.
B: Well you know how...[laugh] so you know how in the Teletubbies...
[C laughs]
B: [laughing] the sun is a baby...the sun has a baby face.
C: Great.
B: What if it's like that, and the suns in this world have faces.
C: Welcome to our sun religion, they all have faces, they're all children, they can only commute in like...little babbles and also they will show you images of other things.
B: [laughs] they will just be projected into your mind.
C: Yeah...
B: And that is how-
C: And everyone gathers around the machine that spits out custard, you get your allotted custard for the day.
B: [laughing] and you try to figure...what all this means.
C: Yeah.
B: I think yeah, absolutely, and the people who are trying to figure this out are the people who are on the planet closest to the sun, so you get the Priests of Mercury...who are trying to figure out what the baby sun wants. I don't know, maybe they're not all babies, maybe some of them are older. Maybe there's an old - maybe there are older suns, you know?
C: I mean, there are older suns.
B: Exactly!
C: Okay.
B: There are younger suns and older suns - I just think about like...the fact that we talk about the lifetime of a sun, and I'm always just like "damn...suns are alive."
[C chuckles]
B: Also, dead suns are like...probably...
C: They're not suns anymore.
B: They're not suns anymore, so there's probably some religious feelings around that.
C: Okay...
B: There's probably like-
C: I mean black holes would then be like the graveyard of the elder stars...
B: The Graveyard of the Elder Stars...is such good words...yes, absolutely that's what they are! And that probably is like a place that you probably honour...a fallen sun, by...putting stuff in a...I don't know, you send flowers into a black hole.
C: What if they combine...they go out, they seek out red dwarfs and neutron stars and throw them into black holes in the attempt to return all stars to...I mean you combine-
B: That's an extremist group, that's an extremist group.
C: Alright, they combine enough dead Gods...
B: Yeah.
C: Into one big God...
B: And they're trying to create the ultimate God who will like...you know...
C: It's essentially Frankenstein but sun Gods.
B: Frankenstein but sun Gods, absolutely.
C: Yeah.
B: It's that sort of thing of - that dwarven thing of "we dug too deeply and too greedily" and they create this gigantic superpower sun God and then, you know...
C: I mean, it would just probably spit out the mass...it's what black holes generally do.
B: Yeah, but these are magic black holes...
C: Right, never mind. 
B: Like these-
C: But they're also dead.
B: They are also dead...except what they're trying to do is they're trying to bring the black holes back to life.
C: Right.
B: Which...is kind of a bad...
C: That's up to the fiction. [laughs]
B: That's up to the fiction, exactly! Cause this is - exactly, it's all up to the fiction. Also...binary stars are twins. This has been Salt Cravings, I suppose!
C: You suppose.
B: I suppose! Um...
C: Has this been Salt Cravings? Who's to know...
B: The sun God, or yourself, or...superheroes, villains, robots...
C: Words.
B: And...yeah, basically. That's all of the things that there are!
