[intro music by Clark Powell]

Brianna: Hey everyone, welcome to Salt Cravings. I'm Brianna.

Clair: And I'm Clair.

B: And we are back today with more of our favourite cravings. Well, not our favourite cravings, but our cravings that we're having-

C: We're on episode two and we're doing our favourite ones right now!

B: Yeah, it's our-

C: That would be so buckwild

B: It's our whole compilation of-

C: Anything after this that we come up with: not as good.

B: This is our "best of" episode!

C: Yeah we've sort of set our goal early, and we're fizzing out after this.

B: It's sort of like - you know how music people will release like a "best of" or "greatest hits" album-

C: [laughs] our greatest-

B: But what if they released it after one EP. 

[Both laugh]

C: So this is Salt Cravings-

B: Welcome to Salt Cravings-

C: Where we share our cravings and...

B: Talk about them!

C: I believe it is my turn to go first.

B: It is your turn to go first!

C: I'm gonna start us off with something that I think everyone has felt at one point. It is when you go to a restaurant with your friend or something-

B: Uh-huh, uh-huh...

C: Or friends, if you have friends-

B: Uh-huh, paint the word picture, I'm there, I'm there...

C: And so you both order a food and your friend orders a hamburger and fries, or some side or whatever. You are finished your food, you are still a little hungry, and they are...signalling for the waiter to come by, but there's still fries on their plate-

B: Mmmmmm...

C: And so the craving is just...your friend's fries.

B: Your friend's fries!

C: Your friend's leftover fries that you know you want to ask for, but you're a little ashamed to be like "hey I ate all of my food, can I eat all of your food too?"

B: Uh-huh, I actually had a recent experience with this.

C: Tell me about it.

B: Me and some friends went out to a bar and ordered wings and two orders of fries - one that was yam fries, and one that was normal fries. And it was sort of like "oh okay, me and one person are like splitting the yam fries and the wings-"

C: That's the worst when you split, because then you're like "well I need to eat half of these-"

B: Yeahhhh...

C: But for me, I'm a faster eater, so like "oh God, how many have they eaten, I need to start keeping track..."

B: Literally, literally, it was like "how do you work this out like...ratio-wise, this needs to be perfect, we need to get this down the middle." But then there was also the other fries that my other friend ordered, and she like had a bunch left on her plate, so I just sort of went for it...

C: Double-fisting those fries?

B: I don't wanna say that I was double-fisting the fries, Clair. But...

C: You don't wanna say it, but...

B: [laughs] But it's possible that I was just munching and crunching while we waited for like the very long time before the waiter came by, which...honestly? Kind of a blessing - it just took like a billion years for the waiter to come back, so I was just like...[gross munching noises]

C: This is good ASMR.

B: Just...chomping, yeah. [whispers] ASMR.....

C: No.

B: [laughs] Yeah, that's fair.

C: I don't know about you, I'm always the quickest eater at the table. There are very few people where I can be around and this is not true. This is like...because of family things-

B: Mmmm...

C: And so like, often I will just be done eating and people will be...halfway through their meal. And like, they will be full at the same time, I can never know if it's like because now they feel awkward, because they're the only one eating...

B: Ahhhh...

C: So I'm always like "hm...you still have food...and I do love food. Especially French fries.

B: And especially like...cause you don't have to pay for more of the food, right? It's not wasteful.

C: Yeah, exactly, like - that's a big thing about like not wasting food, but I also feel really bad about talking about wasting food because individuals don't waste food, it's markets.

B: Wow, getting out here with the-

C: Yeah, so...

B: Anti-capitalist rhetoric already...

C: Really-

B: This is a Salt Cravings episode, huh?

C: The worst part about taking someone's french fries is...they never put the right things on their french fries. Specifically, people put ketchup on their french fries, which-

B: Okay, so...

C: I understand is a normal thing to do, but...

B: As the world's foremost ketchup fanatic, I can say that putting ketchup with fries is fine. It's a completely fine thing to do. However...

C: But what about those people who put their ketchup on top of their fries?

B: Those people are disgusting, and if anyone listening to this is one of those people-

C: [laughs] If this is how you eat food, you're a horrible person, I guess.

B: Consider - no, what I'm saying here is consider the consequences of your actions.

C: Okay wow...

B: Consider when you...

C: [laughing] consider the friend who wants to eat your fries...

B: [laughing] consider the friend who wants to eat your fries after, and who isn't so fond of soggy fries, because the ketchup makes the fries soggy if you just leave it on there, why is this a fun experience for you, they're supposed to be crispy!

C: There is one time that I'm okay with soggy fries, and the only time is in poutine.

B: Yes, well yes, that's when the fries are intentionally soggy...

C: Yeah.

B: When they intentionally soggify the fries...

C: But there's only like - there's a certain threshold like it's like...five minutes after the gravy is put on...

B: Uh-huh...

C: Like you're good. Thirty minutes after...

B: Oh yeah, no...

C: Like you have some juicy fries at that point, and those are no longer okay.

B: I think the most cursed, awful idea I can think of is leftover poutine, which...

C: It's just soup, really.

B: It's just soup. It's just gravy soup. It's a bad time. Anyway, Clair, was this whole thing a long-winded for you to ask me that whenever we go out and I have extra fries left, you want them?

C: I think this is a long-winded way of me asking literally everyone I know about their french fries. [laughs]

B: Right. If you're listening to this, and you know us, and you have leftover fries when you're eating with Clair, just like pass them right to her.

C: If we're at the same restaurant...

B: Just sort of pass them...

C: Just bring your plate over-

B: [laughs] I was meaning people we-

C: Look me dead in the eye, and just shovel your fries into my mouth.

B: [laughs] That's awful.

C: Take your knife, and just sort of dump your plate, with your fries, onto my face.

B: Clair, I'm gonna be honest...that's completely reasonable.

C: I know it is.

B: And this is how things are gonna happen now. Great. Should I do a craving?

C: If you want to.

B: I mean, I do want to...

C: Really?

B: Unless you have something else to say about stealing-

C: About french fries - this is stealing?

B: Yeah.

C: This is the thing, I don't wanna steal my friends' french fries, I want them to give them to me, because the last thing I want is to not have my friends eat as much as they should.

B: Okay, I see what you mean here. What you're wanting here is the social assistance of french fries.

C: I want socially accepted french fry love.

B: And that's what we all want, isn't it? Just french fry love, amiright? So a craving that I have right now is a tabless existence.

C: [Laughs] A tabless existence?

B: Yeah, so what I mean here...I am one of those people who keeps tabs open on my laptop all the time when I need to get stuff done or do things, I just keep the tabs open!

C: Let me ask you a question.

B: Yeah, go ahead.

C: When was the last time you restarted your computer?

B: It restarts automatically every night.

C: Oh.

B: I just go back to the 'recently closed' and just reopen it.

C: Your computer thanks you for that.

B: Hey, no, don't worry, I'm kind to my computer. But I am still keeping about nine tabs open at any given time. And the thing is that I could just close them, I could bookmark them, but I'm not going to, because they are there to get me to do things - what I really want when I say I want a tabless existence is to be done absolutely everything that I have to do online [laughing] and no longer have a single responsibility.

C: So you wanna like no longer have to do anything.

B: Sort of, yes. You know when you like 100% complete like a video game?

C: You wanna 100% complete life.

B: I wanna 100% complete life, and particularly the life of the things that I have to do right now - actually two of the tabs right now are about 100% completing a video game - Ocarina of Time, 3DS version! Finding all the gold skulltanas is really hard and I'm mad.

C: I'm sure it is.

B: Anyway - have you not played Ocarina of Time?

C: I have, and I lost my 3DS, so...

B: Oh right!

C: I will never complete it now.

B: That's a tragedy.

C: It is, but hey, that's life! I will never 100% complete life anymore because I've lost part of my life. 

B: Bad times. My point here is that I wanna close all the tabs on my computer, but I can't do that yet because I still have to decide on a name for a character, that's two tabs right there, then I gotta 100% complete a video game, that's another two tabs, I have another thing that's like...I literally can't complete till June, I have another thing that's just like an ongoing story that I'm writing, which technically I could close anytime, but like I could just leave it open until I'm done the whole rough draft. 

C: Which is what, a thousand page book?

B: A thousand pages, Clair?

C: Are books not normally a thousand pages?

B: Wha - no! No.

C: This seems pretty normal.

B: No! What books are you reading?

C: I dunno.

B: Are you reading just like...Harry Potter and the Order of the Phoenix over and over again.

C: I just read it three times - is this one book?

[B laughs]

C: Pretty sure it's not over like three hundred pages.

B: Yeah, because most books aren't over like two hundred pages - I read a book the other day that was like a hundred and fifty pages. Now that's not necessarily the norm, but it's not that abnormal. Point is...no it's not going to be a thousand pages, but it is going to be substantial. And substantial means that I'm probably not gonna close all the tabs on my computer. But it's really - it's the satisifying nature of closing all the tabs, it's not the same if I just decide to close them before they're done. They all gotta be done - and honestly, I've narrowed them down pretty well, especially if I have an essay on the go, I'll have like...twenty tabs open.

C: What's the longest you've ever had a tab open?

B: That's a great question. Just based on the tabs I have now open...several months, if not coming up on a year. But I've definitely had a tab open for a year.

C: I do a similar thing-

B: Okay.

C: I keep tabs open on my phone, specifically. Mostly cause I never use my internet browser for anything besides just like looking at memes on links on Facebook or something?

B: Huh, right.

C: So it's never used, it's just sort of a placeholder for things I need to do.

B: And of course looking up our website and our social media and all of that...

C: Yeah, right, yeah.

B: saltcravings.com!

C: So I will sometimes accidentally close a link like I switch to like a new phone or whatever - like does not happen often but all my tabs get closed and it's like "oh I guess I'm just never doing that now".

B: So you just like...let it happen.

C: Yeah, mostly cause I like forget what I even had open after like months of having it open.

B: That's fair. I don't forget, cause I see them every day, I'm reminded of them constantly, and I've had times where like...the recently closed, there was a bug with it, and I couldn't get the tabs automatically reopened, and I just went through...I remembered everything. I don't have a good memory, but I remembered everything in that moment. It's really...it's a skill. I could be remembering useful things, but no. I'm remembering that I have nine tabs open, and I remember exactly which of those nine tabs it is.

C: Do you have an order for these tabs? Like do you...

B: Oh, yes, yes, yes!

C: And so from left to right...

B: The way that I think of it, there's short term tabs and long term tabs.

C: Oh my god.

B: So usually what I'll have - okay, the long term tabs are right in the middle.

C: This is the worst organization I have ever heard.

B: Let me finish, let me finish...

C: I'm already like-

B: So there's-

C: Sorry, this is like a Gaussian Curve of it spreads out from the middle?

B: [laughs] sort of. It's more like - I usually have like five tabs that I close at the end of the day. Those are the daily tabs, right? That's like social media stuff, YouTube subscriptions, that sort of thing.

C: Why do you not just close these?

B: Yeah.

C: You could just reopen them...

B: Oh, I do close those!

C: Okay...

B: But they're just - they add onto the tabs, but I do close them. Unless I have like...an event that I have to deal with, which - by the way, if you don't see me respond to an event, but I've seen it, and then I respond to it the next morning, it's because I left it as a tab open cause I didn't wanna f**k with my calendar. So first I have the daily tabs, and then I have the long term tabs. That's like...the big stuff. This is gonna get done...

C: Eventually?

B: In eventually! It's gonna get done in eventually.

C: I love the "eventually" timeframe-

B: Yeah, it's a really good timeframe! Cause it's like...pushes you enough.

C: It's sort of like "I'm gonna do this tomorrow" but every day.

B: Yeah, it's really nice! Cause then like, it's the sort of thing where you do a little bit of work on it and you feel like you're ahead of the game, cause the timeline's eventually, so you do a little bit of work, I go through a couple of names for a character-

C: My favourite part about eventually timelines...

B: Yeah, please.

C: Is, at one point, you start to hit eventually, and then it's like "oh, I have two days to get this done, and I've put this off for six months."

B: But usually those aren't the long term tabs. If there's stuff I have to get done under a certain timeframe, what I'll usually refer to them as...not even short term tabs, they're like deadline tabs, right? They're tabs with a deadline. But we're not at those yet-

C: So do you have different windows open for these or-

B: No, no, no, no, these are all in one window.

C: All in one window? Oh my god...

B: And then after the long term tabs is the short term tabs. Which is like the "oh yeah, I will get this done within the month." That's what short term means to me. Because the first ones are the daily ones, which are the shortest term, then it's the long term, and then it's the short term, and then it's the deadline tabs, and those are - I have an essay due, and therefore I need five research pages open. Research pages, you know, the specific pages for research? PDFs, books, all sorts of nonsense...

C: And you don't just like download these, and then like...

B: No, why would I do that?

C: The - mmm.....

B: I wouldn't be reminded of it that way, Clair!

C: But then you could just open it again but it would be local.

B: Oh, well sometimes I do that too, sometimes I have local tabs as well.

C: Okay...

B: Local PDFs that are just "I keep the PDF viewer open"

C: Oh god...

B: But those don't automatically open back up when the computer restarts.

C: Well, no, but also...

B: So they're less effective as deadline tabs, Clair, cause really the deadline tabs...

C: Unless you're like out and don't have wifi.

B: Why wouldn't I have wifi?

C: I don't know...

B: The point is, that's a deadline tab, that's the setup of tabs - I don't have any deadline tabs yet, but I am in classes so soon I will, and it'll be sad because I'm feeling pretty solid with where my tabs are right now. All I crave, though, is-

C: Closing all those tabs...

B: Being completely free of tabs, to be done.

C: What do you do once all those tabs are closed? Like, what do you do with yourself?

B: I think I just play video games for like...four months.

C: Like, straight?

B: Well not straight, I'm gay.

C: [exasperated laugh] continuously?

B: I guess? Yeah, probably. I guess what I do is I don't have to worry about shit, and I probably just play Civilization. I probably - that's what I do. I probably just play Civilization for a week-

C: So like, you play one game of Civilization, essentially.

[Both laugh]

B: Yeah, yeah, and that takes four months.

C: Yeah, essentially...

B: Five if we're on marathon.

C: I've played, I think...hundreds of games of Civilization, I've never finished a game of Civilization.

B: Mmmm...oh, I've finished lots, but I finish them rarely.

C: I think it's like "oh I've spent like one hour into this game...that's interesting, I have a ship now, and...I'm done."

B: That's fair...listen, you just gotta choose who you like - I really liked the Spanish gambit...in Civ 5, because you literally just hope that you spawn near a natural wonder and if you did you won.

C: I have no idea what that means.

B: Do you wanna do a craving? [Laughs]

C: Uh yeah, sure! Okay so my next craving takes place when you're out and about-

B: Oot and aboot.

C: Yes.

B: As we say in Canada.

C: As everyone says all the time even when no one has talked to you or...

B: Yeah!

C: Like you have no reason...

B: You just go...

C: You just whisper it under your breath as you're walking

B: Yeah, just like a, like a "OOT AND ABOOT"

C: So, when you're out on transit specifically, and you're just minding your own business, maybe you have your headphones in...and then suddenly, out of the corner of your eye you're like "oh shit, that's another queer."

B: Mmmmmm...

C: And you get this craving to talk to them, or you mentally will it so that they look at you, or like will come and talk to you, because like, who am I kidding, we are all too anxious to like-

B: Uh-huh!

C: Be the ones to interrupt someone because most of know what being interrupted on public or garbage is like.

B: Yup! And it's bad.

C: Yeah. Whenever I'm on transit, and this has only happened like maybe twice where I have ended up talking with said queer on the bus-

B: Mhm...

C: And this is completely circumstantial - one time someone thought I was their friend cause they were behind me and they just came and sat beside me and said "hello" and then after five seconds realized I wasn't their friend but decided to talk to me for a little bit longer and then decided they were too awkward and left-

B: Oh my god...

C: And I thought that was the best thing that happened.

B: Holy shit, good interaction.

C: And it's never gonna happen again.

B: Okay so what I think we need to do to settle this craving - because all of everything is about settling our cravings, that's how this show works. What we need to do is we need to consider several possible timelines. The timeline where you're not gonna talk to the person, we already know that timeline, that's the real truth timeline cause that's how we all are! So let's consider some timelines where you do talk to the person.

C: Oh, I mean - whenever I'm on a bus, I've definitely thought and daydreamed about-

B: Yeah!

C: "Oh, I'm so confident, I'm just gonna go talk to this person!" and then the rest of this bus ride is me talking to this person in my head.

B: Yeah! Let's consider this...you know, a little bit more for the audience. Your head's great but we can't get in there, so...

C: Not yet. 

B: Uh...okay. What do you mean by that, actually?

C: I dunno.

B: Is this like a reference to your future where you're an android?

C: It's a reference to the future where everyone is an android and androids have taken over and hail robots!

B: Okay, well...we'll circle back to that. For now, let's consider several possible timelines of you talking to this person. So first, let's think of our hypothetical-

C: What would I even - like how do you go up to someone and just start talking to them...

B: Well, here's the-

C: Like actually yeah, no, that's the whole sentence. How do you talk to a random stranger on transit-

B: So how do you talk to a random stranger-

C: and go "wow, you look really queer, can we be friends?"

B: I'm thinking...if I looked as queer as I am, and someone came up and talked to me...what would I want them to say to me? What would you want them to say to you?

C: It would depend what I was doing. If I was...I guess, listening to a podcast or listening to music

B: Mmmm...

C: Cause no one really wants to talk if their headphones are in, and like that's another thing...

B: Mhm.

C: But if someone came up to me and was like "oh, hey, what are you listening to, sorry to interrupt" or something like that-

B: Mmmmmm...

C: And they weren't just the most boring person to talk to I'd probably actually take my headphones out and start talking to them about what I was listening to.

B: Okay.

C: For me though, I"m really bad at followup questions. Compliments are sort of the thing because people will give you a compliment and it's like "oh thank you!"...end of conversation.

B: Yeah, yeah.

C: I have nowhere to go with that like what do you do? It's like "you've given me a compliment ooooooo um so I'm just gonna like say something back so...nice shoes?" Like, "oh, yeah, my dead grandmother gave me these."

B: Oh my god!

C: "Okay, cool, that's the end of this conversation!"

B: Oh my god. I see what you're saying, but consider - you use a compliment as a followup by specifically complimenting the gay thing about them. They got gay hair? Be like "I love your hair!"

C: "I love your gay hair!"

B: Well, okay-

C: "I love how gay your hair is!" 

[B laughs]

C: "How gay is your hair, on the Bechdel scale?"

B: The Bechdel scale?! Do you mean the Kinsey scale?

C: [laughing] I mean the Kinsey scale.

B: The Bechdel scale is a different thing but also gay, so...that's fair.

[C laughs]

B: We just listen to Fun Home too much is our issue.

C: Yes.

B: Okay so the first timeline that I'm gonna have us consider is the bad timeline.

C: Oh...oh no.

B: It's the timeline where they're-

C: They're actually straight.

B: Yeah...that's the...it's that timeline where they're like "thanks?"

C: It's like "oh I love how queer you look" and they're like "what does that mean" and it's like "oh, you are a heterosexual!"

B: Yeah, and it's like-

C: It's like "I need to abort and leave this train and also Vancouver forever"

B: [laughs] should we do like a little sketch here, is that how this works?

C: Are you - okay. Am I...you're coming up to me or I'm coming up to you?

B: I mean it's your craving so I think you have to come up to me.

C: Oh my god-

B: No, this is...

C: Welcome to our podcast where I have anxiety!

B: [laughs] No, this is...listen, you know there's the thing of like "confronting your anxiety in a controlled environment"

C: Or you could avoid your anxiety at all costs and pretend it doesn't exist.

B: You could...but that wouldn't make for good podcasting.

C: I guess not...

B: So let's do this, alright?

C: Oh, god...

[B laughs]

C: What do you say to a random stranger? Do you have headphones in?

B: Of course I do, I have headphones in right now.

C: Okay so like I tap you on the shoulder...like, "hey, what are you listening to?"

B: "...uh...music." [laughs]

C: Wow I'm sorry, I thought you were gonna help me with this!

B: I'm sorry, let me-

C: Is this like "make it as difficult for Clair as possible?!"

B: Hang on, hang on, let me think of-

C: Like "wow! I love music! Do you love music? That's so cool that you like music too, I love music!"

B: Let me try that again, I wasn't ready to improv, I didn't say "yes, and"-

C: This was your suggestion!

B: Well, you know what, Clair? I don't think things through. But what I am thinking through now is what music it should be?

C: What do you listen to?

B: What do I listen to?

C: Yeah, please, just like - okay, we're gonna try again, don't say it, just like...here we go. "Hello! Uh, what are you listening to?"

B: I'm listening to some...Dua Lipa.

C: Wow, I just saw Dua Lipa like a month ago!

B: Oh wow!

C: She's so cool, what do you think of her?

B: She's pretty cool, you know? I didn't get to go see the concert but she's got some great music-

C: And this is where I duck out, because now I feel awkward that I have just bragged to this person...

[B laughs hard]

C: Accidentally, because I don't know what else to say...

B: But that's okay, because this person was straight.

C: Oh! You played a straight person so well, I didn't even know.

[B laughs]

C: Why were they listening to Dua Lipa?

B: I don't know. Is she straight? She's straight, right?

C: She isn't out as anything yet, but...

B: Okay, as of right now, straight people can still listen to her.

C: They are allowed to?

B: Yeah, that's how it works. If you're straight and there's gay music, you can't listen to it, that's just the way it works.

C: You're blocked.

B: Okay, so do you wanna try another timeline?

C: Yeah, sure, let's try another timeline.

B: Let's try another timeline okay...

C: Okay cause like [exasperated] I'm just gonna like not know who this person is and I guess that's realisitic but like...I'm really glad I ran out on that last person because like knowing that they're straight now...

B: [laughs] that was gonna be a bad conversation.

C: Yeah. You...god, go on. Next timeline. "Wow, high, you have a really cute outfit!"

B: "Thank you. I'm, um, thanks, it's, um...I, uh, yeah, thank you."

[Both laugh]

C: Wow, this is also how exactly I would respond and also walk away because how I phrased that is the weirdest thing ever.

B: Yeah.

C: Like "oh, I've just met you, you're wearing a really cute outfit." "Thanks..." Okay, that's the end of this interaction, cause I don't know this stranger.

B: "I got this shirt from...H&M." I can't believe - wait, I'm literally wearing a shirt I got recently and I didn't get it from H&M, why am I lying to you...and our listeners?

C: Why are you...well I mean, you're a stranger, so therefore, you don't have to tell the truth-

B: Right, you're right.

C: That's the best thing about strangers is sometimes-

[B laughs]

C: I hate lying to people, however if I'm talking to a stranger and they ask me a question and I know the answer but do not want to talk to this person I'll just be like "I dunno."

B: Damn.

C: Like, someone was like - I have this dress, and it was a very similar situation to our play-acting, they were like "Oh I love your dress, where did you get it?" and I was like "I have no idea" and it was the end of the conversation, I just walked away...

B: Oh my god.

C: Like, we were on the train, I just sort of like turned around, pretended they weren't there.

B: [laughs] Oh my god, that's...incredible. How about one more timeline?

C: Oh my god, okay. Can I be the person? You come up to me now?

B: I mean, I was gonna make this the good timeline-

C: Okay, go for it, go for it, alright...

B: Okay.

C: Alright, cool. "Oh hi! Your glasses are so cute!"

B: "Oh, thank you! I actually just got them recently, I really like your glasses too."

C: "I don't have glasses." [laughs]

B: "Wha- oh, sorry, I meant...I really like your nose ring!"

C: "I don't have any piercings."

[Both laugh]

C: We're acting! Do I have to be me? You're not you.

B: No, I'm not me, but...

[C laughs]

B: I was hoping for something to go off of?

C: "Maybe we're just not clicking..."

[B laughs]

C: "I'm so sorry, I'm gonna leave...enjoy the book that you were reading..."

B: "Oh, I wasn't reading a book"

C: "I mean your podcast that you're reading."

B: [laughs] reading my podcast!

C: Yeah.

B: Yeah, thank you - I just wanna say Clair, that this is why we don't do improv, because I went "hey, here's a thing"-

C: And I went no-

B: And instead of going "yes, and..." you went "no, but..." - no you didn't even go "no, but..." you just went "no."

C: I just wanted to see how you'd react!

B: Angrily, there you go! You got it, you brought out the rage in me.

C: Yeah, it was really - it was the lack of my character's glasses and piercings that tipped you over the edge.

B: I mean it was - you know, I was like "oh yeah I'm gonna go off this thing"

C: Oh, it almost felt like you had nowhere to go with your words, huh?

[B laughs]

C: It almost felt like you were a little confused and you were like "oh shit, what do I do now..."

B: I think we've learned something here today, and I think we've learned-

C: Just don't talk to anyone, give up?

B: Just don't talk to anyone, give up. No one ever wants to have a conversation on transit, it's awful, don't do it, they'd probably think that you're cool, but before they'd think you're cool you'd have a whole thing and it would be a time.

C: This is such a Vancouver problem specifically cause I've had entire conversations in other cities with these random people on transit - and it's not just other people, it's me. Don't talk to me, don't touch me, like...

B: Mmmm...

C: Don't interact with me - I leave the city and I'm like "oh hello! I love everything, I love my shirts, you can talk to me about them!"

B: Yeah, I don't know what it is about here but maybe we're just like...

C: Everyone just wants to get to where they're going-

B: We all just wanna get to where we're going, we're all going to work constantly-

C: Even when the place they're going is Denny's, for some reason. They're just in a big rush to get to Denny's.

B: ...we're not going to Denny's later, are we?

C: Just everyone who's going to Denny's in a big rush to go to Denny's!

B: Right, yeah, yeah, yeah. The Denny's Rush, as it's called.

C: The Denny's Rush, where they get grand-slammed with customers.

B: [laughing] they get grand-slammed with customers at Denny's at 4pm on every-

C: And 4am.

B: 4pm and 4am every single day.

C: Yeah.

B: In Vancouver. That is how it works.

C: Yeah, and it's honestly-

B: If you've never been to Vancouver and you're listening to this, ask people about the Denny's Rush.

C: Just like, if you ever meet someone in your travels and they're like "oh I'm from Vancouver", the first question..."what about the Denny's Rush?"

[B laughs]

C: Tell me about that Denny's Rush. I'm real interested in this.

B: Hey, anyone here uh...heard of the Denny's Rush? Anyone rushed to Denny's recently?

C: Just like at 3:50 and we just have to get to Denny's right now.

B: That's why there's a Denny's on every street corner.

C: Every street corner has a Denny's.

B: People talk about how many Starbucks there are in Vancouver, but Denny's...there's way more.

C: I mean, you just have to think about...in every Starbucks, there's just a Denny's in the back room.

[B laughs hard]

C: Employees take their break and they just sort of walk into the back and they're just like "oh, it's Denny's! Like, and so Starbucks employees are just like-

B: The backroom Denny's...

C: The backroom of Starbucks is just a Denny's.

B: Yep, you got it, that's the facts! Do you want me to do my other craving?

C: How about you give me another craving?

B: Cool, so I really have a craving to go glamping.

C: Okay, can you tell me what glamping is?

B: Yes, so, there's like camping...what if camping wasn't terrible?

[Both laugh]

B: What if camping was like good and fun and you had like beds that didn't make your body feel like hell. Glamping is basically bougie camping. It's camping...

C: Is this just like...sleeping on your bed?

B: No! I guess. It could be. Maybe. But more it's like - I've glamped when I've gone to a cabin.

C: Okay. 

B: Right? And it's a little bit better - but you can even do it like in a tent - it's really more the idea of glamping, it's like camping, but it's still like glamorous and not terrible.

C: I've seen people bring entire beds camping before.

B: Yeah, that's what I'd do, because my body is a disaster.

[C laughs]

B: And if I sleep on like the air mattress on the floor, my body is just like..."uh-uh. Not happening." But if I have a proper bed, then I'm good.

C: So what are the things about camping that you don't like.

B: Mostly the sleeping on the floor, that's the biggest one.

C: Okay.

B: I can't emphasize enough how much I like having a body that works. That's the thing I don't like about camping. The other thing I don't like about camping is feeling gross - it's just like you feel nasty...

C: You want like a shower every day.

B: I want a shower every day in the morning while camping. This is why glamping instead of camping, you see. Because shower, bed...

C: It's sort of just like getting a cabin and going out in the woods.

B: That's kind of it, yeah, like that's kind of - really what I should say here is I want-

C: You just want to buy a cabin.

B: I also would love to buy a cabin, but mostly I wanna go to a cabin, I've been to cabins before, they're great, they're a good time...

C: Yeah! So like, what is the ideal camping situation, then? If it's not glamping, what is the ideal camping situation?
B: Yeah, yeah yeah yeah, the ideal camping situation is I have a bed that works, either everyone is just fine with feeling gross, or we have showers, either/or is fine, as long as we have like...a place for fires, and most importantly, I have the stuff to make camping food. Cause...do you know how food always tastes better when you're camping? There's like...specific foods that taste like double triple better when you're camping.

C: Like what?

B: Like pancakes, hot dogs, mac n cheese, basically anything? But mostly those.

C: Anything that isn't just marshmallows that you've been feeding off of for the last two days.

B: Yeah, I mean, marshmallows that you've been feeding off of for the last two days is also good. Actually, this isn't marshmallows, but did I tell you about how when me and some friends went camping, we bought way too many sausages?

C: Oh?

B: So, me and some friends went up to a cabin! A while back. And it was a really good time, and great. But we got too many damn sausages...

C: You could say it was a sausage fest.

B: You could say that, I don't know if I would say that, but you could.

[C laughs]

B: And it was just like, we were like, "we're gonna be hungry, we're gonna be munching a lot," cause definitely no one there was smoking weed, at all, there's no weed there, no one's ever done weed around me ever. "We're gonna be hungry for some reason and we love sausages, and sausages are good to put over the fire, burn those sausages..." well, not burn them, right?

C: I mean I would hope not.

B: But we got just like a huge amount - just like a cooler full of sausages.

C: Like are you talking more than a hundred?

B: Yes.

C: Oh.

B: In excess of a hundred sausages.

C: And there were how many people?

B: There were like - I think there were like seven or eight people.

C: Oh my god.

B: Over like...two days.

[C laughs]

B: Needless to say we didn't get through all the sausages, but we got through a surprising amount of sausages.

C: How many - what other food did you bring?

B: Oh we had like other food, like the sausages weren't our only meal, we had like other proper food-

C: Just ate meat for two straight days-

B: No, no, we ate - we ate tons of different things. I brought mac n cheese, I made it, I mean we all brought stuff, we had chips, we had like meal stuff, we had breakfast things like...we were prepared. But we just had far, far too many sausages. We were on the like second night there like looking at the sausages and being like "what have we done?" But in fairness, the issue was that we sent our one friend, who is Finnish, to get sausages, and told him to get "more sausages than he thinks we need".

C: That is a problem.

B: Cause, as it turns out, Scandanavian people eat a lot of sausages. Or...believe in the power of a lot of sausages.

C: What does that look like? Believe in a lot of power of the sausage.

B: It means you eat a lot of sausage, and you buy a lot of sausage, and you eat even more...

C: So, how did you prepare these sausages? What were the different ways?

B: Over the fire! It's over the fire.

C: It was just one way, over and over again?

B: I mean we could have like - we had a stove, it was a cabin, right? But like, we just put them over the fire because we're reasonable people. You put the sausage over the fire and then it's, you know, it's cooked! One of our friends is a vegan, ate raw corn on that trip.

[C laughs]

B: And, so, with all this in mind, I think you can see why I'm craving glamping again. Because I want-

C: Because you just want over a hundred sausages.

B: I want over a hundred sausages, I want someone eatin' raw corn, I want a good bed - cause it was a good bed. They didn't have a shower but there was a sauna, which we didn't use, so we were all gross but it was fine. Also day-drinking!

C: Oh my god...there was a sauna that you didn't use?

B: Yeah. We were day-drinking, it was just great.

C: I mean that's sort of like the point of camping. Sort of like "the rule of society no longer exists."

B: I wrote a lot of poetry.

C: Okay so the rule of society really doesn't exist.

B: [laughs] I drank, and I wrote a lot of poetry, and we ate a bunch of sausages, and it was great and I wanna do it again.

C: This sounds like a teenager's dream.

B: Are you calling me a teenager, Clair?

C: Are you not a teenager?

B: No! I'm - what, no! I'm 21!

[C laughs]

B: But also, I don't know how many teenagers are out there writing Romantic era style poetry in the forest.

C: Probably at least a handful.

B: You're right, but I did do that. Just really getting in touch with the fact that the Romantics are my favourite part of literature, and-

C: [teasing] Cause they're so romantic...

B: Well, they're not - they're - so they're like capital R Romantic, there's a very big different between romantic-

C: Gonna get the R?

B: I don't know what that means, but that's fine. Point is...lots of poetry. It was a very poetic experience.

C: So like, did you find yourself on that trip?

B: I mean I kinda already found myself, I'm trans.

[C laughs]

B: And therefore I found myself like five years ago. Um...

C: There's only one of you?!

B: As far as I know, I don't have any like - I mean, the one that is me, I don't really know how she works, but I'm happy for her. I didn't really find myself on that trip but I guess there was an alternative Brianna on that trip, where I was just like - you know, the rules of society, no longer a thing, everything was really pretty, we ate a lot of sausage. Mostly the sausage is what I remember from that trip, because I was day-drinking.

C: I mean, I kinda wanna go glamping now, but like-

B: Yeah, like let's go glamping!

C: I - it would have to be near a body of water, cause like...

B: Yes, we need to be near a water-

C: Camping is incomplete if there is not swimming involved.

B: Ab-solutely. And swimming is one of the things that my body can do! So we gotta do that.

C: Wow, yeah, no, okay, let's go glamping...right now! Finish this up and then let's go glamping!

B: Wow, we're gonna go glamping, right now!

C: Yeah, cool.

B: That's amazing, I can't believe we're doing this right now! See, this is how we solve cravings, folks!

C: Yeah, you just do it right now. Talk to the queer on the bus and if they turn out to be straight, leave.

B: But-

C: Just don't say another word and just leave.

B: But, if they turn out to be gay, go glamping with them.

C: Yeah, go glamping. Find all the queers that are just on transit-

B: Eat their french fries-

C: Oh, oh, oh, I have another idea.

B: Okay.

C: Here, come up to me on the bus and just like...

B: Okay, we're doing one more, okay. "Hey, um, I really like your hair. I really like your hair."

C: "Wow, thanks! I just got back from glamping, do you wanna go glamping with me sometime?"

[Both laugh]

C: Wow, okay, well this has been Salt Cravings.

B: This has been - it's been a great time, you can find us on the internet in multiple places-

B: It's been great...and salt is good, cravings are good.

C: I'm really ready to go glamping. Let's go glamping!

B: Let's go glamping!
